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   When Jesus arrived on the scene in John’s gospel, one of his first followers was 

Nathanael. We know nothing about Nathanael beyond this first encounter, but Jesus 

said something about him that calls to mind the blessing in Matthew 5:8.  

“Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God”. 

   When he met Nathanael, Jesus said,  “Here is truly an Israelite. There is nothing false in 

him.” (John 1:47 NCV). Some older versions say, “A man in whom there is no guile”. Guile is 

defined as “cunning or sly intelligence”. In other words, it’s the ability to fake sincerity (or 

any other good quality). 

   Guilelessness is not all there is to being pure in heart, but a person who uses guile is not 

pure in heart. Honesty about what is in your heart is a first step to becoming pure in 

heart.  

   This does not mean that we should always let our feelings show, or that we should 

allow pain, doubts, and disappointments to affect our behavior. That may be honest, 

but it is often reflecting a surrender to weaknesses. We need to trust God to change us 

through His Spirit. Our part is a commitment to removing everything from our hearts that 

is incompatible with following Jesus. That’s what we’re all about!
