One reason we can find ourselves judging others is an assumption that all of our good
qualities and good deeds are the reasons that God loves and blesses us in life. We may
then conclude that others who are making choices that are harmful to themselves and
others are not equally loved by God—or at least they should not be equally loved and
blessed by God.

This seems to have been the source of Jonah's rebellious and foolish attempt to flee
from God. He made the judgment that the Ninevites did not even deserve a warning,
and he actually suspected that God just might do what He ultimately did when He did
not punish them for their evil behavior after they repented and turned away from all of
that. Jonah did not believe they deserved a second chance. Of course, God had
already given Jonah a second chance!

We all need as many second chances as we can get, because we all fail to live up to
the commitment we made when we put our faith in Jesus. One thing that will help us
avoid judgment of others is to remind ourselves that we have no idea what kind of
people we might be if we had been exposed to the same challenges and temptations
as another person. Humility and thanksgiving will lead us to love and serve without
judgment, which will open doors in the hearts of those who ‘do not know their right
hand from their left’.
